TheOfficeofthe AttorneyGeneralhas receivedyour request for a ruling and assignedyour
requestID# 310310.

After reviewing your.arguments and the submitted information,we have determined that
yourrequestdoesnotpresentanovelor complexissue. Thus,weareaddressing yourclaims
in amemorandumopinion. Youclaimthat the requestedinformationmaybewithheldfrom
the requestor. A requestto compilean individual's criminalhistoryimplicatesthisperson's
privacy. We have foundthat such a compilation is highly embarrassing informationand is
generally not oflegitimate concernto the public. Therefore,to the extentyoumaintainlaw
enforcement records depicting the named individual as a suspect, arrestee, or criminal
defendant, 'you must withhold the requested information under section 552.101 of the
Government Code in conjunctionwith common-law privacy.
