a. M¥r. Thomas A, Johnson purchased
the ¥odern Beauty Sc¢hool scome
two years ago loocated in the Brady
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Building, San Antonlic, Texes, and
said school is operated at this
time under the name of the yodera

Beauty Sohool. This name appears
on aIf of thc windows and doors,

b. Upon investigetion by a member of
the Board and the Seoretary, it
was found that six senior students
ware in the Modern Besuty Fehool,
which ir. Jechnson terms an ?Annext,
and thess students were working on
the public for remuneration. A
statsment was also made t¢ the Board
by an ex~student that Junior students

worked on the public in the Meoderan
Bsauty School for pay.

e, Junior students ars taken froz the
Eodern Beauty 3Sohool to the Johnson
Beauty Acadeny and allowed to work
on the pudlis for remuneration,

4. At the time this investigation was
made, the matter waz discussed with
Mr. Johnson; and bhs was will to
remit one hundred dollars in lieu
of & school license for ths koderxn
Beauty School, KEe was then advised
that this must be taken up with the
.ntir. B“r‘. )

"ir., Johnson was advised June 7, 1940 that
he must secure & sohecl license for this ‘Annext,
and we sre incloaing e eopy of cur acknowledge-
mant from Er. Johnsoa,

"¥e respectfully ask your opinion as to
whether the Board is within its right in regquest-
ing a license for the Modern Bsauty Sehoel in
view of Opinion numbered &83%

»The Board construed your opinion numbered
53 to mean as long as & complate sourse of beauty
calture is not taught in the Modern Beauty Sohool,
a license wes not required, You ocan ascertain,
however, from the aforsmesntioned inforzetion that
both Junior and Senior students attend the Lodersn
Beauty School."

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We also quotes from a copy of the letter from Mr,
Thoxas A. Johuson sddreased to the State Board of Cosze-
tology, bearing date Juns 10, 1940, as follows:

"Your letter of June 7th received and in
reply wiash to say that the opinion of the At-
torney General's Department is exactly as the
opinion that came up in the previous discusgsion
of the situation, namely - . . . 'if a complete
course in Cosuetology is taught at eaeh of the
estabilishments, then it will be necessary to
have two scertificates of reglstretion' . .

‘ "Now the true facts in the case are that

‘ the other sochool is only an Aanex &nd oaly
houses soms of our slasses and no student starts
and gompletes at our Annex, They shart and
reach a Oert:in point in training ané then are
transferrcd into the Senilor Dapartment in the -
Majestlo Bullding.

"ie are definlitely aot operating two schools
of beauty culture, If we welrs, we would be more
than glad to pay two licenses. Last year the
Board asaured us that it was perfeotly all right
and Af at this tiue you want to have s hcaring
on it at the Attorney Generel'a offjae, we will
be glad to do s0, as the true faots in the case
will show that we are abiding dy the law,"™

Sections 11 and 12 of Artiocle 734b of Vernont's
Annotated Psnal Code, read as follows:

*5en. 11, It shall be competent for any
person, firm or corporation to apply to the State
Board of Halrdres:zeras and (oszetologists for a
certificate of registration as & #6500l of Deauty
?gitu§c upon the payment of One Hundred Dollars

00).

"(a) No sehool of Beauty Culture shall de
granted a certiriocate of registration unless it
shall employ and mmintain uapon its steff a suffl-
client number of instructors, who shall be registered
hairdresaera or coszetnloglsts having had at least
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three {3) ysars practiiosl experlence and high
school education or the equivalent thereof,

and galé instructeors shall be rsquired to pass
an examination conducted by the Roard of Exam-~
iners to deternine their fitness ae teachers,
provided, howaver, that the exaxinaticn of
teachers shall not be required of persons who
have besn teaching the praetics of hairdressing,
or eosmetology for three (3) yaars prior to the
pasasage of this Act; and shall malntain on its
starf one Doctor of NMedliolne, as a consultant
who shall leoturs monthly on eanitation, sterili-
zation and the use of antiazeptics ocnsliatent
with the practical and theoretical recuirements
as to the classified occupations a: provided bdy
thig Act, and shall possess apparatus and squip-
went for the proper and full teaching of all
sudbjects of its curriculum; shall keep a dally
record of the attendance of students; maintain
regular olazs and instruction hours, eateblish
grades and hold examinaticna before issuing &i-
plomas, and shall require a school term of mot
iess than ones thousand (1,000) hours to be ocom-
pleted in not less than six {6) montha for a some
rlete course of all or a majority of the prac-
tices of halirdressing sand oocsxetology.

"Sec, 12, Provided that no schocl shall
bs permitted to charge for work done by any
student who hes not completed flfty per cent
(B0%) of the reguired number of hours, as pro-
vided in Section 11, Subsestion (m).”

In our opinion No. O-58A it was held that

"It 42 our opinion thet if a conmplste
course in hairdressing and cosmetology is taught
at each of the establishments, then it will de
nedessary for the owner to have two (&) Certifi.
cates of Registretion,.®

#hether or not X¥r. Johnson is operating two sep-
arate schocls where esomplete courses in hairdressing and
cosmetology &re taught at each of the establlahments 1is
2 question of faect that we can not pass upon. That is one
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that must be determined by the Board, Therefore, we can
not oatsgorically answer your question. JIf the Johnson
Beauty Acadewy and the }odern Beauty School are cocbined
and compose only one school, and a complete course in
hairdressing and cosxzetology 1a not taught at each of the
establlishzents, then it woul4d not be necessary Tor the
owner to have two Certificates of Registration. However,
on the other hand, if the Lodern Beauty School and the
Johnson Beauty Acadexy are two separeste and disticot
schools where & complete course in hairdressing and cos-
metology is taught at each of the said schools, thea it
will be neceassry for the owner to heve two Certificates
of Reglstration,
