Dear Mr. Stevenson: 

m your rooent letter you~ask an oplnlon Involving 
khCoonsfruotloxi of Section 24 of hrtiole 667, Penal Code, 
whloh reada in part as followsr 

"Seotion 24(l). It shall be unlawful for 
tiy manufacturer or distributor direotly or in; 
dlreotly, or through a subsidiary or affiliate, 
any agents or any employee, or by any offioer, 
air00t0r, 0r fhm member: 

"(g) Prlzes.ana Premiums: To offer any 
prIzea, premiums, gifts or other inducement to 
any dealer lr~~or oonsumer of brewery produots." 

YOU ask this oonstruotlon,in regard to Iti applioa- 
blllty to the r0li0wLng sltuatlonsr 

Permlttlng.beer manufacturers ma dlatributors to: 

(l) rent spaa for Qospltallty suites" or 
ior exhibItIon purposes irom thd trade assopla- 
tion rather than from the hotel: and 

(2) beoo- and assooiate or'regular member 
by parIng an annual fee'for suoh, 

(a) tiers the tpade assoolatlon 
Le made up solely o$ retail beer dealers; 

(bb) tier0 the trade assoolatlon has 
membera who are oonsumers of brewery pro- 
ducts and/or who hold beer lioenses, but 
such lloenses are not a~prsrequlslte for 
membership; for example, a member of the 
Texas Restaurant &sootatlon who also holds 
a retail beer dealer's lioense. 
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The situations described are~not declared Illegal 
in said Sadtlcm (1) (g) of Artlole 667, Penal Code, not 
jM.ng the oharaoter of inducement aontemplated in suoh 
language, unless the oharges therefor are of suoh size as 
to oonstltute a premium, gift or other lnduoement. This 
would be a question of faot.
